4) Premenstrual dysphoric disorder, which occurs in about 5% of women, is a health problem that
is similar to premenstrual syndrome but is more serious and can cause severe irritability,
depression, or anxiety in the week or two before the start of the menstrual cycle.

5) Pregnant women are at a higher risk of developing anemia, which can cause extreme fatigue,
weakness, shortness of breath, and chest pain.
